Minnesota Statutes section 10A.022, subdivision 3, describes the procedures required for investigating complaints. A full
description of the complaint process is available on the Board’s website.

Briefly, the Board will notify you when it has received your complaint. The Board must send a copy of the complaint to the
respondent. Complaints and investigations are confidential. Board members and staff cannot talk about an investigation
except as required to carry out the investigation or to take action in the matter. After the Board issues a decision, the
record of the investigation is public.

The law requires a complaint to go through two stages before the Board can begin an investigation: a prima facie
determination and a probable cause decision. If the complaint does not pass one of the stages, it must be dismissed.

The Board has 10 business days after receiving your complaint to determine whether the complaint is sufficient to allege a
prima facie violation of the campaign finance laws. If the Board determines that the complaint does allege a prima facie
violation, the Board has 45 days to decide whether probable cause exists to believe a violation that warrants a formal
investigation has occurred. Both you and the respondent have the right to be heard on the issue of probable cause before
the Board makes this decision. The Board will notify you if the complaint moves to the probable cause stage.

If the Board determines that probable cause does not exist, the Board will dismiss the complaint. If the Board determines
that probable cause exists, the Board will start an investigation. The Board will send you monthly updates regarding the
status of the investigation. At the end of the investigation, the Board will offer you and the respondent the opportunity to be
heard before the Board makes a final decision.

In most cases, the Board will issue findings, conclusions, and an order as its decision. For a spending or contribution limits
violation, the Board can enter into a conciliation agreement with the respondent instead of issuing findings, conclusions,
and an order. The Board’s final decision will be sent to you and posted on the Board's website.
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On January 31, the Adam Jennings for State Senate campaign filed its 2019 Year End financial report. Schedule B1-CE was
provided, detailing expenditures for the campaign. Page 2 of the schedule (Attachment A) identifies an expenditure to the
federal campaign account of “Jennings for Congress”. A listing of $400 was reported for “donor contacts”.

As shown by the Jennings for Congress reporting for 2019, there is no accounting for this inbound contribution.
(Attachment B). If the contribution was never received by the federal account, the money was never sent and the Jennings
for Senate campaign is reporting an expenditure that does not exist. This is a clear reporting violation of SS10A.179.

Also, the Jennings for Congress campaign reported, on 8/30/2019, an inbound contribution of $4840 on Form 3
{Attachment C) for photography and other items (See Attachment D for photos from the Congressional website and -
Attachment E for photos from the State Senate website). Again, the Jennings for State Senate campaign has violated
SS10A.179 with reporting an expenditure that clearly took place.

The result is a report that is completely inaccurate and violates Minnesota statutes. As a former congressional district chair
of my political party, | know how important these reports are and that inaccuracies are not to be tolerated. Sloppy
reporting and poor accounting of campaign funds should not be acceptable and | would request that not only a violation be
assigned to the Jennings for Senate campaign, but also an appropriate fine be imposed to make clear that an accurate and
complete accounting is required now, and in the future.
